
SOUTHERN OHIO CORVETTE CLUB  BY LAWS    1.1.2012

ARTICLE I     NAME AND PURPOSE

SECTION 1      NAME;   THE NAME OF THE CLUB SHALL BE SOUTHERN OHIO CORVETTE CLUB

SECTION  2     PURPOSE     THE PURPOSE OF THE CLUB SHALL BE TO ENCOURAGE PLANNED TRIPS, EVENTS AND SOCIAL ACTIVITIES FOR MEMBERS OF THE  SOUTHEN OHIO CORVETTE CLUB, TO PROVIDE AND REGULATE EVENTS AND EXHIBITIONS FOR CORVETTE OWNERS AND TO ENCOURAGE PRESERVATION AND RESTORATION OF CORVETTES.

ARTICLE  II   MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1   ELIGIBILITY FOR MEMBERSHIP;      MEMBERSHIP IN THE CLUB SHALL BE RESTRICTED TO OWNERS OF CORVETTES AND THEIR SPOUSES OR EXHIBIT’S A BONA FIDE ORDER FOR A CORVETTE.

SECTION 2   APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP;   ALL NEW APPLICANTS FOR MEMBERSHIP ARE REQUIRED TO COMPLETE AN APPLICATION FORM AND ATTEND ONE MEETING PRIOR TO MEMBERSHIP ACCEPTANCE.  ACCEPTANCE SHALL REQUIRE A MAJORITY VOTE OF ALL CLUB MEMBERS PRESENT.  SECTION 2   APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP;   ALL NEW APPLICANTS FOR MEMBERSHIP ARE REQUIRED OR EMAIL.

SECTION 4    RENEWAL OF MEMBRSHIP     MEMBERS, WHEN RENEWING MEMBERSHIPS, MUST SUBMIT ANY UPDATES/CHANGES AS NEEDED, ACCOMPANIED BY THEIR ANNUAL DUES IN THE FULL AMOUNT TO THE TREASURER .

MEMBERSHIP DUES ARE DUE APRIL 1 OF EACH YEAR.

ALL RENEWAL APPLICANTS FOR MEMBERSHIP IN THE CLUB SHALL BE REQUIRED TO BE AN  OWNER OF A CORVETTE, OR EXHIBIT A BONA FIDE ORDER FOR A CORVETTE, OR BE AN OWNER OF A CORVETTE WITHIN A 90 DAY GRACE PERIOD (WHICH CAN BE  EXTENDED BASED ON MEMBERSHIP APPROVAL) FROM THE DATE OF EXPIRATION OF MEMBERSHIP.

ARTICLE III     MEETINGS OF MEMBERS

SECTION 1    BUSINESS MEETINGS    BUSINESS MEETINGS OF THE MEMBERS OF THE CLUB SHALL BE  HELD ON THE FOURTH TUESDAY OF THE  MONTH EXCEPT ONE MEETING PER QUARTER TO BE HELD AT COUGHLIN’S IN PATASKALA WHILE THEY ARE  ACTING AS  THE CLUB SPONSOR.

SECTION 2   SPECIAL MEETINGS         THE PRESIDENT MAY CALL SPECIAL MEETINGS OF THE MEMBERS OF THE CLUB.

SECTION 3     QUORUM        AT ALL STATED MEETINGS OF THE MEMBERS, TEN (10) MEMBERS SHALL CONSTITUTE A QUORUM.

SECTION 4   ORDER OF BUSINESS          THE ORDER OF BUSINESS AT BUSINESS MEETINGS OF THE CLUB SHALL BE:

ARTICLE  IV   ELECTIONS

SECTION 1     ELECTED OFFICERS       THERE SHALL BE FOUR (4) ELECTED OFFICES AND ALL SUCH OFFICES SHALL BE HELD FOR A TERM OF ONE YEAR.   THE TITLES OF THE OFFICES TO BE ELECTED ARE:

PRESIDENT,   VICE-PRESIDENT,     SECRETARY,       AND    TREASURER.        NOMINATION OF NEW OFFICERS WILL BE HELD AT THE FEBRUARY FEETING,    ELECTIONS DURING THE MARCH MEETING AND NEWLY ELECTED OFFICERS TO TAKE  OFFICE IN APRIL.

SECTION 2   SPECIAL ELECTIONS     IF ANY ONE OF THE ABOVE OFFICES BECOMES VACANT, THERE SHALL BE A SPECIAL ELECTION HELD AT THE NEXT REGULARLY SCHEDULED MEETING FOLLOWING THE VACANCY.

ARTICLE V   POWERS OF OFFICERS

SECTION 1   DUTIES OF PRESIDENT     THE PRESIDNET SHALL PRESIDE AT ALL MEETING AND SHALL PERFORM THE DUTIES PERTAINING TO THIS OFFICE.  THIS PERSON MAY CALL SPECIAL MEETINGS OF MEMBERS.

SECTION2   DUTIES OF VICE-PRESIDENT    IN THE ABSENCE OF THE PRESIDNET OR IN CASE OF THIS PERSON’S DEATH, RESIGNATION OR INABILITY TO ACT, THE DUTIES USUALLY PERTAINING TO THAT OFFICE SHALL BE PERFORMED BY THE VICE-PRESIDENT.  THIS OFFICER IS CHARGED WITH THE RESPONSIBILITIES OF OVERSEEING ALL CLUB ACTIVITIES AND SHALL HAVE FULL POWER TO APPOINT SPECIAL ACTIVITIES COMMITTEES, TO PLAN, CONDUCT, OFFICIATE SUCH ACTIVITIES, AND HAVE FULL AUTHORITY TO CLOSE EVENTS UPON RECOMMENDATION  OF THESE PERSONS SPECIALLY APPOINTED SAFETY ADVISORS OF NO LESS THAN THREE MEMBERS.

SECTION 3    DUTIES OF THE SECRETARY       THE SECRETARY SHALL ATTEND ALL MEETINGS OF THE MEMBERS AND SHALL RECORD ALL MINUTES AND VOTES IN A BOOK KEPT FOR THIS PURPOSE.  THIS PERSON SHALL KEEP UP TO DATE ROLE OF ALL CLUB MEMBERS.  IN THE ABSENCE OF THE SECRETARY FROM ANY OF THE SAID MEETINGS, THE PRESIDING OFFICER SHALL CHOOSE A SECRETARY PRO-TEMPORE.

SECTION 4   DUTIES OF THE TREASURER        THE TREASURER SHALL HAVE CUSTODY OF ALL MONIES, DEBTS AND OBLIGATIONS BLONGING TO THE CLUB.  THIS PERSON SHALL RECEIVE ALL MONIES OF THE CLUB AND DEPOSIT SAME IN THE CLUB ACCOUNT.  THE TREASURER SHALL SIGN ALL CONTRACTS, CHECKS, DRAFTS, NOTES OR OTHER ORDERS FOR PAYMENT OF MONEY IN THE CLUB.  THE TEREASURER SHALL GIVE A REPORT ON THE FINANCIAL STATUS OF THE CLUB AT MONTHLY MEETINGS.  THE TREASURER WITHOUT SPECIFIC APPROVAL OF THE CLUB MEMBERS OR THE EXECUTIVE BOARD IN AN EMERGENCY SITUATION SHALL INCUR NO OBLIGATION, DEBT OR OTHER LIABILITY.  AN AUDIT WILL BE MADE AT THE END OF EACH FISCAL YEAR.  IN THE EVENT OF TERMINATION OF OFFICE DURING THE YEAR A SPECIAL AUDIT WILL BE HELD BEFORE THE NEW OFFICER TAKES OFFICE.  THE PRESIDENT WILL ALSO UTILIZE A CLUB DEBIT CARD.

ARTICLE  VI      FISCAL YEAR

SECTION 1   DURATION  OF FISCAL YEAR    THE FISCAL YEAR OF THE CLUB SHALL BE FROM APRIL 1 TO MARCH 31.

ARTICLE  VII   GENERAL

SECTION 1   REMOVAL FROM OFFICE    IF AN OFFICE SHALL BECOME VACATED BY REASON OF RESIGNATION, TERMINATION OF MEMBESHIP OR BY DECLARATION OF FAILURE TO PERFORM THE DUTIES OF SUCH OFFICE ,  SAID OFFICE SHALL BE DECLARED VACANT AND THE VACANCY FILLED AS PROVIDED.  A UNANIMOUS VOTE OF ALL OTHER OFFICERS SHALL BE REQUIRED BEFORE AN OFFICER CAN BE FOUND TO  BE GUILTY OF FAILURE TO PERFORM THE DUTIES OF THE OFFICE.

SECTION 2   REMOVAL FROM MEMBERSHIP     ANY OTHER PROVISIONS CONTRARY TO THIS CODE OF REGUALTION , ANY MEMBER MAY BE REMOVED FROM MEMBERSHIP BY AFFIRMATIVE VOTE OR ABSENTEE BALLOT OF TWO-THIRDS OF THE SCHEDULED BUSINESS MEETING, BUT ONLY AFTER AN OPPORTUNITY HAS BEEN GIVEN THIS  PERSON TO BE HEARD.  

ARTICLE  VIII   AMENDMENT PROCEDURE

SECTION 1   CODE OF REGULATIONS    THIS CODE OF REGULATIONS MAY BE AMENDED BY TWO-THIRDS VOTE OF THE MEMBERS PRESENT AT A SCHEDULED BUSINESS MEETING.  THE CODE OF REGULATION MAY BE REPEALED BY AN AFFIRMATIVE VOTE OF THREE-FOURTS OF THE TOTAL MEMBERS AT A SCHEDULED BUSINESS MEETING
